Questions were raised about the planning applications for the potential developments at

Yellowgate and Frog Lane. The planning application for Yellowgate has not yet been

received, concerns raised regarding Frog Lane were discussed under item 6b

(a) 2024/1477/FUL Erection of equestrian and agricultural building. Goldsborough
Farmhouse, Burnt House Lane to Towns End, Stoke St Michael. Recommendation
The Parish Council recommended approval as the application was in line with core
policy 4 which relates to rural development.

(b) 2024/0120/FUL Erection of 38 dwellings, including 30% affordable homes (11 units),
with associated infrastructure & works, new access, landscaping, parking and
sustainable drainage (Revised information received 23/07/2024). Land at 366184
147244 Frog Lane, Stoke St Michael. Recommendation The Parish Council noted
the previous comments submitted and noticed that the various concerns had been
addressed apart from the parking issues.

(a) Proposal to allow the War Memorial Committee to use the Lychgate area for a
Duck Race on 7" September. The Council RESOLVED to approve in principle the
use of Millennium Green and the area around the Lychgate for a Duck Race but
requested copies of their public liability insurance and risk assessment be forwarded
before the event.
